I hope you had a chance to participate in our Vacation Bible School this year.  It was a wonderful 

week.  The staff was great.  The kids were wonderful.  And the time went so quickly. 

One thing I learned was how similar the beehive is to the church.  Busy bees are always out 

searching and finding the flowers they will use to make their honey.  Builder bees are busy 

building the hive to make room for more honey and more bees.  There are also bees to watch 

over and take care of the baby bees.  Then there are the guard bees who work hard to protect 

the hive.  All these bees zip, zap, and zoom as they work together to support the hive.  During 

VBS, I came to appreciate all their hard work and their similarity to the Christian church. 

So how is the hive similar to the Christian church?  We zip into Godôs church where we zap into 

Godôs Word, and then we zoom out into the world to tell others about Jesus.  Godôs Word and 

sacraments build a strong church and confident believers in the crucified and risen Christ so that 

we stand strong in faith and boldly go out into the world to tell people about Jesus.  Like the bees 

that search for flowers, we seek out those who need to meet Jesus, and when we find them we 

bring them back to our own hive, the Christian church, where they can learn more about Jesus 

and grow strong in their faith. 

Hereôs one way God sends us into the world.  Iôve been emailing a Jehovahôs Witness who sent an 

unsolicited email to my inbox one day last month.  The doctrine of the Holy Trinity bothers him 

because he only believes in the Father being God ï Jehovah.  He also does not understand about 

the personal union of the human and divine natures in Jesus Christ, something that I took for 

granted from my years of study from Godôs Word.  So I have brought key passages to his 

attention, such as in 1 John 5 where Jesus is called ñthe true God and eternal life.ò  I also pointed 

out how Jesus calls himself ñI am,ò the Old Testament name that God gives himself.  I have also 

shown him some passages that refer to the Holy Spirit as being God.  I do not know how this 

email conversation will end, but it is another way that God can use us to share our faith with 

other people. 

Getting back to Vacation Bible School, we were also able to share our Christian faith with many 

children that week.  It was a wonderful opportunity to encourage our children who already love 

Jesus, and it was also a great opportunity to help some of the other children know Jesus better.  

It is always an awesome day when we can tell someone about Godôs love for them in Jesus!  

Thank you, VBS staff, for all your work to bless our children.  Thank you, families, for entrusting 

your children to us for a week.  We look forward to next year when it all happens again.

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CREATION MINISTRY:   
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WORLDWIDE FLOOD --  WORLDWIDE EVIDENCE  

THE SON NEWSLETTER  

ñStimulating Wholesome Thinkingò  (2 Peter 3:1) 

 Todayôs visit with Amos and Theo begins a series about the Global Flood of Genesis, popularly known as ñNoahôs 
Flood.ò  The globe is filled with evidence that the earth was shaped at some time in the past by the action of 
water.  Secular science interprets geological formations and the fossils in them to support a theory of evolution --
gradual change over vast periods of time.  Biblical creationists show convincingly that this same evidence testifies 
to the global flood and its aftermath, in the biblical time frame.  It fully supports the biblical narrative, and the 
doctrine of recent creation.  For skeptics, these lessons may in fact provide  a key to their  understanding and 
acceptance of the entire Bible message.   Does that  not sound ñstimulatingò? 

 

Theo:  What does the Bible say about the extent and duration of the Flood?  

Amos:  The Genesis account states that the original created world was utterly destroyed by waters from both 
above and below the earth:  mighty torrents fell from the sky, while subterranean waters burst forth upon all the 
earth.   The catastrophic events began shortly after Noah and his family, eight people in all, and their living cargo, 
were safely shut up in the Ark.   For forty days the roaring floods prevailed, covering the ground and lifting the 
Ark high above the earth, until finally the water covered all the mountains under the whole heaven, standing 20 
feet and more above the highest peaks.  All air-breathing, land-dwelling things perished as the earth convulsed 
under the mighty cataclysm.   Subterranean water sources ceased gushing, torrential rains subsided, and 150 
days after it all began, the Ark came to rest upon the ñmountains of Ararat.ò  It took several more months for the 
land to dry out.  The Bible specifies by both calendar dates, and Noahôs age, that the earth was under water more 
than a year.  (Genesis 7:6-8:14)  

Theo:    People have many doubts; for example, according to Genesis 7:6, Noah was ñsix hundred years 
oldò when the floodwaters came on the earthé  Did people really live that long? 

Amos:    This is among the first questions serious readers pose. Yes they did. How can that be?  Secular science 
maintains that we must interpret the past history of the earth in terms of present processes , relying on the false 
premise; the present is the key to the past.  Is it indeed? Letôs take as our starting point the fact that the earth 
was a very different place  prior to the Global Floodðvery different! Conditions were likely much more conducive to 
living to great age.  Atmospheric conditionsða ñvapor canopyò over all the earth (ñthe waters above the 
firmamentò ï Genesis 1:7) --would have provided a more uniform and more temperate climate. Huge fossil forests 
have been found in the Arctic!   A heavier atmosphere would provide greater protection from harmful, gene-
damaging radiation.  Indeed, the ñgene poolò may have been much richer than it is today.    Fossil remains show 
that many animals were much, much larger then, than they are now.  Abundant coal deposits testify to a much 
greater ñbio-massò than exists today.   Long-lived dinosaurs grew to immense size, gorging on the abundant 

vegetation. Clearly, a great many changes occurred on earth in the deluge and its aftermath. Think about it!  The 
entire ñgene poolò of land-dwelling creatures was limited to eight people, and the representative ñkindsò of 
creatures preserved on the Ark!  All other genetic information was lost!  The world would never be the same.  It 
was a new beginning.   

Skeptics will raise doubts, insisting it is òimpossibleò for the atmosphere to hold that much water; that it must 
have been a ñlocal flood,ò etc.   Many such questions will occur.  We shall deal with all these questions, never 
doubting, and greatly reinforcing our faith as we see that the physical evidence answers our questions in a very 
satisfactory way.  Along the way we will reconfirm the biblical adage, it is better to trust in the LORD than to 
put your confidence in man.ò (Psalm 118:8)                               --S.D.G.

Noah and the Ark  is one of the most widely known stories in the history of mankind.  Unfortunately, the biblical  
account is seldom taken seriously.  ñNoahôs Arkò is often shown as a mere fairy tale:  a jolly old man in a cute 
little boat, filled with giraffes and other beasties. Secular science scoffs at the notion of a global flood . Liberal 
theology follows suit, perhaps accepting the spiritual lessons  of the story, but with a disclaimer that ñscientific 
efforts have not proven the flood narrative.ò  Not so fast!  Is that so? 

When we accept the Bible  as the true history book of the universe, we find that the most-asked questions 
about the Ark and the Flood of Noah can be answered with authority, and confidence.   In fact, the ñmodern 
creationist movementò traces its beginnings to the classic work of Drs. Whitcomb and Morris, The Genesis 

Flood  (1960).   This powerful presentation, and an earlier work by Dr. Rehwinkel of Concordia Seminary, 

provides both biblical and geological evidence for a global  Flood.  First, letôs review and learn what the Bible 

actually says.  Later on weôll examine the geological evidence in a biblical context, tackle the tough questions, 
and guide readers to sources for further study (e.g. ñGet Answersò answersingenesis.org ).    Theo  and Amos  
have the floor:  
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The idea behind Labor Day stemmed from an event in 1872, when 
100,000 workers marched in New York City to demand better working 

conditions. One of the marchers, Peter McGuire, promoted the idea for a 

holiday honoring working people. The first Labor Day parade was held in 
Manhattan on Tuesday, September 5, 1882, and was organized by 

machinist Mathew Maguire. More of a festival than a demonstration, the 

parade captured the interest of the entire nation.
